How to Enter Adult DD Eligibility

eXPRS allows CDDPs to directly enter DD eligibility information for an individual
by using the DD Eligibility Add page®. This guide contains three sections:

1) How to Create a Draft Eligibility Determination

2) How to Enter Adult DD Eligibility

3) How to Enter an Eligibility Denial

To do the work in the guide, the user must have one of the following roles:
e CDDP Eligibility Specialist
e CDDP Eligibility Specialist Processor

How to Create a Draft Eligibility Determination:
1) Login and search for the individual’s record using the View Client page?. Then
select the DD Eligibility section > Add Button to enter a new eligibility line.
